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GIRES is an unincorporated association governed by a Constitution adopted on 29th October 1997.

The charity's objects are to advance education into Gender Identity and Intersex issues, and in particular to:

(a) initiate, promote and support research particularly to address the needs of those in whom there is a strong and ongoing desire to live and be accepted as a member of the opposite sex from that assigned at birth;

(b) publish the outcome of such research and other relevant information in order to inform interested parties and the general public;

(c) enable the public to achieve a wider understanding of these issues and thereby provide equal treatment within society of those whom they affect.

GIRES Trustees are elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.

In the furtherance of its objects, GIRES relies mainly upon the efforts of volunteers.
Fulfilling GIRES’ objectives in 2010

The Trustees are pleased to report that, during 2010, the charity achieved its objectives, which are intended to improve substantially the circumstances in which gender variant people live. The charity’s capability and stature have continued to increase. It combines the expertise of a growing and largely voluntary team of trans and non trans people. The team undertakes the wide range of work described below and ensures that the charity is robustly governed. The work of GIRES was acknowledged in The Queen's Birthday Honours list, published on 12 June 2010, when two of its trustees were awarded the OBE (Officer of the Order of the British Empire) in recognition of their services to the charity. GIRES is supported by over 350 individual members, making annual subscriptions and one-off donations.  In addition, it has begun to recruit Corporate Members.  The main elements of the charity's work were:

Advice to policy makers: After taking office, senior ministers in the Coalition government made a special effort to consult with GIRES. The charity has also worked with the Government Equalities Office (GEO), the Equality and Human Rights Commission, the Department for Communities and Local Government, the Department for Education, Her Majesty's Revenue and Customs, the Ministry of Justice, the Home Office, the Department of Health, the Royal College of Psychiatrists Standards of Care Committee, the Royal College of Nursing, the BBC and the Equality and Diversity Forum.  It is represented on the Parliamentary Forum on Gender Identity. The charity's aim is to ensure that existing and proposed legislation and practices best serve the needs of trans people, focusing particularly on the Equality Act (2010), the Gender Recognition Act (2004), the Human Rights Act (1998) and the White Papers issued by the NHS.  The charity has also advised a number of local organizations on their transgender policies, including Surrey County Council, Norfolk County Council, Greater London Authority, Surrey Police, Surrey Primary Care NHS Trust, Gloucestershire Primary Care NHS Trust, Kent & Medway NHS and Social Care Partnership Trust, West London Mental Health Trust, and South West London & St George's Mental Health NHS Trust.  This work included arranging trans focus groups.

Development of the Trans Community Statement of Need: GIRES worked with many other trans organizations to develop a Community Statement of Need that will feed into the cross government transgender equality action plan, compiled by the Government Equalities Office


Research: The GIRES award for 2010 featured the research conducted by Professor Milton Diamond, Ernest Govier, Teresa Wolowiec and Catherine Slade into the hearing patterns of trans people, which tends to confirm the influence of biological factors on gender identity development. One of the charity’s trustees generously funded two travel bursaries of £1,500 to enable families to visit Boston, USA and assess the medical treatment available there for their gender variant youngsters.  Recent data from HMRC confirm the rapid increase in the number of trans people seeking medical care that GIRES predicted in its 2009 report, funded by the Home Office: http://www.gires.org.uk/prevalence.php
Transphobic Crime Reporting: At the 2010 Sparkle event in Manchester, GIRES launched a national system, funded by the Home Office, that enables trans people, together with witnesses and others, to report the horrific crime that many experience: www.TCrime.net  GIRES is a member of the Spotlight Group, which Galop has established to integrate LGB&T crime reporting in London.

Support for Schools: The charity’s toolkit, which was also funded by the Home Office, is a highly valuable resource for schools to use in combating transphobic bullying. GIRES has supported four schools with the transition of staff or pupils.

Improving Medical Care for Gender Variant Adolescents: GIRES has been working since 2004 to change British practice. Two GIRES trustees accompanied Professor Louis Gooren to the Manchester conference of the Society for Endocrinology, where he and Professor Peggy Cohen-Kettenis described the Dutch approach.  The British clinicians decided to emulate their Dutch colleagues, for which they obtained ethical approval in May 2011. 

Mapping Trans Support Services: GIRES has self-funded a directory of the 125 national and local groups that support trans people: www.tranzwiki.net.


Training: The Learning and Skills Improvement Service (LSIS) commissioned GIRES to develop a national programme of workshops on transgender equality for professionals in further education.  GIRES has also provided training for the Government Equalities Office, Surrey County Council, Kent County Council, Maidstone Borough Council, Kent Police, Metropolitan Police Service, Kent & Medway NHS and Social Care Partnership Trust and The

Suffolk Outreach Youth Service.



Fulfilling GIRES’ objectives in 2010 (continued)
E-Learning: GIRES provided the content for the LSIS transgender equality e-learning system, which is designed for use in the further education sector.  GIRES  is now developing an e-learning system for local authorities, funded by the Department for Communities and Local and Local Government.

Family Workshops: Three members of the charity hosted a workshop in their home in Cambridge for the families of trans people, which was so popular that a second was run two weeks later.

Presentations: LGBT Health (Hatfield), TG10 (Norwich), National Institute of Adult Continuing Education (London), National Association for the Care and Rehabilitation of Offenders (Crewe), National Trans Police Association (Bramshill), Spectrum London, TransLondon, General Teaching Council (London), Gender Matters (Wolverhampton), LSIS (London), Greater London Authority.

Literature: GIRES produces a wide range of literature for trans people, their families and professionals, including a series of booklets published by the Department of Health.  It has distributed 40,000 printed copies of its leaflet "Transgender Experiences".  LSIS commissioned GIRES to develop a briefing document on transgender equality for the governors of further education institutions.  GIRES is publishing a new edition of its guidelines for employers, to reflect the Equality Act 2010.


Information Service: GIRES handles a daily stream of requests for information from trans people and those who care for them, as well from the media.


Website: The charity's website received 97,771 visits (61,996 previous year) with 242,663 (180,552) page views from 183 countries.

 
Collaboration with Other Groups: GIRES collaborates with Mermaids, Beaumont Trust, The Gender Trust, a:gender, Transgender Resource and Education Centre, Gender Matters, Gendered Intelligence and also Trans Media Watch (regarding Ofcom, the BBC and the PCC), as well as the LGBT Consortium, TransLondon, Spectrum London, Kairos in Soho, Galop, Schools Out and Stonewall.  GIRES joined with 11 other organizations to form the National LGB&T Partnership, which will collaborate to influence the policy, practice and actions of government and statutory bodies, in particular the Department of Health, for the benefit of all LGB&T people and communities in England.
The Governance of GIRES

There have been no changes in the composition of the Executive Committee during the past year.  However, the trustees have considered it prudent to appoint Judi Brown as the charity’s security officer.  She will ensure proper safeguards are in place for the confidential information held by the charity.  This already includes details of its members and will be augmented by the crime reports it will receive via the reporting system it has been commissioned to produce by the Home Office.

GIRES and the Public Benefit

The Trustees have considered the nature of GIRES beneficiaries and hold that the objects and activities fulfil the requirement of providing a Public Benefit as:

The charity exists to advance education, and

a) in fulfilling that object ,although the beneficiaries come from that section of the public likely to be most affected by transgender issues, those benefiting  are in no way unreasonably restricted by geographical or other restrictions; or by ability to pay any fees charged.
In particular, the Trustees point out that GIRES informative literature is free of charge to all and that much of its educational and training service is provided without any fee

The trustees recognise the charity’s vulnerability to technical problems in its administrative equipment and website. They are, therefore, very pleased to be supported by Stephenne Rhodes, the charity’s Systems Engineering Advisor

It is a requirement of the major grant givers, which fund a substantial proportion of the charity’s work, that it has adequate insurance cover in place.  In any case, the trustees’ view is that the scale of the charity’s operations has now expanded sufficiently to warrant such protection.  Accordingly, GIRES has arranged cover, at a total cost of  £695, for professional indemnity (£500,000), public liability (£2,000,000) and employers liability (£10,000,000), which includes cover for volunteers.  The charity has also arranged trustees indemnity insurance (£100,000).

Financial Review of 2010

In 2010, GIRES recorded an income of £111,416 (£55,822), out of which it expended £78,724 (£51,977), resulting in a net surplus of £32,692 (£3,845).  Income was £55,594 greater than in the previous year; expenditure was up by £26,747; the surplus was £28,847 higher.

GIRES receives income in the form of grants e.g. C.L.G., where the work of the project or term of the grant extends beyond the end of the Financial Year.  The Trustees apportion this income between years.

Income from members’ subscriptions amounted to £1,240, which was slightly higher than the previous year where the subscriptions were £1,220. This year, we also received, for the first time, corporate subscriptions of £2,322. Donations amounted to £17,213 compared with £19,694 in the previous year, which then included a very generous donation from Professor Gooren.

Gifts in kind of £32,592 represented the value of the measurable but unpaid work performed for the charity including web hosting, book keeping and Google free advertising to whom we are extremely grateful. Further benefit was provided by the individual trustees who worked in a voluntary capacity on the charity's funded projects, training sessions and speaking engagements for which income was received £17,986 compared with £4,114 last year.  

Grants were received of £35,115 (2009: £7,740) mainly due to £25,910 received from the Communities and the Local Government department.

The amount received from HM Revenue and Customs, in respect of Gift Aid recoveries on subscriptions and donations of £4,271, was higher than last year..

The charity pursues a prudent policy of restricting its expenditure on governance costs to less than its receipts from subscriptions, donations and recovered tax. In 2010, expenditure of  £9,955 remained significantly below receipts of £25,046. 

The charity held bank balances at the year end of £64,050, which was above the previous year.  These monies are placed in sterling and euro current accounts at Nat West Bank and deposit accounts at Scottish Widows Bank.  These banks still appear to be financially strong and are covered by the Financial Services Compensation scheme in the same way as for individuals.  Bank interest received amounted to £677, compared with £218 last year.

Reserves Policy

The charity's reserves policy is to hold a sufficient minimum balance of unrestricted funds to cover one year's expenditure on the cash costs of governance and literature.  At 31st December 2010, the balance of £34,952 (£16,077) was substantially greater than the required minimum of £ 8,646 (£6,155).

Statement of trustees' responsibilities







Charity law requires the trustees to prepare financial statements for each financial year, which show a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the charity and its financial activities for that period.











In preparing those financial statements, the trustees are required to:





· select suitable accounting policies and then apply them consistently;




· make judgements and estimates that are reasonable and prudent;




· state whether applicable accounting standards and statements of recommended practice have been followed, subject to any departures disclosed and explained in the financial statements; and


· prepare the financial statements on a going concern basis unless it is inappropriate to presume that the charity will continue in operational existence.

The trustees are responsible for keeping proper accounting records, which disclose with reasonable accuracy at any time, the financial position of the charity and to enable them to ensure that the financial statements comply with the Charities Act 1993 and any amendments of the Charities Act 2006. They are also responsible for safeguarding assets of the charity and hence for taking reasonable steps for the prevention and detection of fraud and other irregularities.

Notes to the accounts

1. Basis of accounting 

The Financial Statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention and in accordance with the Statement Of Recommended Practice: "Accounting and Reporting by Charities" (SORP 2005) and the Charities Act 1993.

Fixed Assets










It is GIRES' policy to capitalise any asset purchased costing more than £500 and to spread the cost over the useful life of that asset. In the case of computer equipment that period is taken as 3 years and thus depreciation is charged at 33.3% per annum on a straight-line basis.

Incoming Resources










Donations & legacies are included in the Statement of Financial Activities (SOFA) when:





· the charity becomes entitled to the donation, legacy or similar income and any conditions for receipt are met.

· the trustees are reasonably certain that they will receive it and






· the trustees are reasonably certain that the value can be reliably measured.





Intangible income such as volunteer time is not capable of financial measurement and as such is not included. However, where professional services have been donated, they are recorded at the rate, which it is reasonable to expect that GIRES would have had to pay in the open market.

In the interests of clarity of reporting year on year, the Trustees have decided to record income receivable from Gift Aid against the Financial Year for which a claim has been submitted. 

Subscriptions are reported in the year in which they are received.

Income from Grants, which have a life extending beyond the Financial Year reported on has been apportioned to that year according to the proportion of the work which the Trustees consider to have been completed by the end of the Financial Year. The balance of that income is carried forward as Deferred Income.

Resources expended










Resources expended are included in the Statement of Financial Activities on an accrual basis, inclusive of any VAT, which


cannot be recovered. Charitable activities represent the resources expended in the delivery of programme and project work directed at the achievement of the charitable aims and objectives. Governance costs represent the costs which relate to the general running of the charity i.e. all the activities which allow the charity to operate, generate information required for public accountability and carry out the planning processes which contribute to the future development of the charity. Resources expended, wherever they can be so identified, are allocated to the charity's activities as costs directly attributable or as Support or Governance costs. In the case of GIRES, which neither owns nor rents premises and has no paid staff, other costs have been apportioned on a basis the Trustees have considered to be a reasonable estimate for the relevant allocation.

Fees for examining the accounts

The external examiner, Mr I Rankin, has made a charge of £500

In November 2010, GIRES acting as an agent for Professor Louis Gooren received Euro 25,000 of which Euro 20,000 he wished to donate towards the cost of research in Thailand and deposited this sum in its entirety in an Euro account with Nat West. Being legally bound to pay Euro 20,000 to a third party, GIRES was thus custodian trustee for that amount, having no responsibility for the ultimate charitable application of these funds, which remained solely with Professor Gooren. In these circumstances, GIRES' trustees had decided to take advantage of the direction of Paragraph 112 in the Charity Commission's Statement of Recommended Practice 205 and not recognise these resources in the Statement of Financial Activities or the Balance Sheet. The balance of Euro 5,000 was then donated by Professor Gooren to the Charities Fund.  The balance carried forward at the year end was 19,961 Euros being 15,009 Euros restricted funds and 4,952 Euros unrestricted funds, which together was converted into sterling of £17,178
